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The power of Wesley's poetry is its evocative nature—the words call forth images that are

immediately sensible and personally relevant. Wesley’s poetry is conceived within a vibrant sense
of divine-human relationship, and from the experience of this reality emerge words and images that
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convey the depth and breadth of Christian experience. The vigor and intensity of his own experience
is transmitted in images that speak with clarity and power and in a form that transcends the
pedantic tendencies of prose theology.
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
